 The 2008 season marked his fourth year at the con-
trols of an ASA Challenger Late Model and first in the 
NASCAR® K&N Pro Series East. On July 26th 2008 
Levi entered his first NASCAR® K&N Pro Series East 
race at Adirondack Speedway. Competing against top 
NASCAR® teams, Levi finished a very respectable 

17th .  

In 2009 Arthur Racing one again entered the NAS-
CAR® K&N Pro Series East race at Adirondack Interna-
tional Speedway. Starting 19th Levi raced his way 
through the field before he was spun.  Although he 
went a lap down he ran with the top 12 most of the 
day, but would not overcome the lost lap, finishing 

18th. 

With trustful support from NASCARÈ driver òJCó Stout, 
Levi plans to race hard in 2011 and continue up the 
ladder to fulfill his dream of becoming a professional 
racer.  While Levi is often labeled as natural racing 
talent, only hard work will make his dream rightfully
